Rules
Merial European Pain Management Award aims to reward innovative and outstanding work by promising veterinary professionals in the field of leisure and companion animals pain management associated with osteoarthritis, soft tissue surgery, orthopaedic surgery, oncology, and so on.
The Award (3000 euros) will be delivered during the annual Merial European Pain Management Symposium.

The economy travel costs and accommodation for the recipient to attend this congress will be covered by Merial. All reservations will be made by Merial in agreement with the laureate.

Documents to be submitted (before End of January of each Year)

The laureate will be chosen on the basis of one or more paper(s) and/or a dissertation. 

Applications should be made in English, in an electronic format, and include:

-  a short abstract (max. 500 words) of the work the applicant wishes to submit;

- a short curriculum vitae including a list of published articles and personal references (thesis supervisors or co-authors are permitted); 

- abstracts of all other relevant publications and/or dissertation on the topic (if any);

- the completed form on page 2 of this document.

The laureate

Candidates should be graduates of studies in veterinary medicine.

Candidates should be based in the European Community and should be able to present their results as a talk in English.

Laureates are expected to give a short presentation of their work at the Annual Merial European Pain Management Symposium.
Pre-selection

A board of independent experts and one representative of Merial will serve as the pre-selection committee that will draft a shortlist of contenders. Candidates will be informed of the pre-selection committee’s decision by end of February of each Year.

The decision of the pre-selection committee (or the Jury) is final and have not to be motivated. Candidates agree that such decision are without recourse.

The jury

The Jury is made up of 3 to 5 independent experts of pain management, who will evaluate selected candidates from the shortlist. 

The entire deliberations of the jury will remain strictly confidential.

Candidates will be informed of the jury’s decision by mid March at the latest.

The decision of the pre-selection committee (or the Jury) is final and have not to be motivated. Candidates agree that such decision are without recourse.

The sponsor

Merial will fund the award and cover travel costs and accommodation for the recipient to attend the Annual Merial Pain Management Symposium of the year of the Award.
